Colin Moore

Colin Moore is a recognised expert in landscape construction and maintenance contracts. He has been doing the revisions to the JCLI Contracts since 1993 and he prepared the 2008 Editions of the JCLI Landscape Works Contract, the JCLI Landscape Works Contract with Contractor’s Design, the JCLI Landscape Maintenance Works Contract, JCLI Practice Notes Nos 8 and 9, and associated documents. In 1998 he revised the JCLI Landscape Works Contract fundamentally to exclude maintenance works and wrote the JCLI Landscape Maintenance Works Contract.

Colin is the Landscape Institute’s representative (currently Acting Chair) on JCLI and serves on the LI Technical Committee and the Advisory Council. He advises the Landscape Institute on Contracts and CDM related issues and answers Members’ queries through the LI.

He teaches contracts at Greenwich University (landscape architecture students, landscape management students, garden design students, architecture students, and landscape architects on the Landscape Pathway to Chartership Training Course). He also did seminars around the country (for the LI Branches) when the landscape construction contract was fundamentally revised and the maintenance contract first produced in 1998. In 2008 he did seminars around the country for Groundwork UK, LI Branches and practices to explain the 2008 Editions of the Contracts. 

He has developed three half day CPD/P2C seminars covering: Pre-contract Procedures for Landscape Construction and Maintenance Contracts; Post-contract Procedures for Landscape Construction Contracts; and Post-contract Procedures for Landscape Maintenance Contracts. These are provided for LI Branches, Groundwork UK, Greenwich University Landscape Pathway to Chartership Training Course, and public and private landscape practices, as well as through the Landscape Design Trust.

Colin has been involved with landscape construction and maintenance contracts since 1972. Initially as a landscape foreman and site agent for a landscape contractor, followed by a Clerk of Works for a landscape architecture practice. Since 1978 he has acted as Contract Administrator for many different size and types of landscape construction and maintenance contracts using many different Standard Forms of Contract mainly in the UK (but also in the Middle East), as well as advising Contract Administrators on many projects where the landscape is implemented as a sub-contract.
